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Hazardous Waste: Rules of Thumb for Compliance

1. Do not dispose of hazardous waste by evaporation,   sewer, or trash. 
When in doubt, call 6-1604. For more details see our Guidebook.*

2. Properly label  waste collection containers with words “Hazardous Waste” and 
description of the contents. For labels and forms, call 4-6060.

3. Keep waste in compatible  containers and closed when not fi lling 
them. Do not store waste or boxes containing waste in hallways!

4. Store liquid wastes on a surface impermeable to the waste. Trays - U Stores CX18998, 
CX18999.

5. Segregate wastes from incompatible wastes and materials. Trays - U Stores CX18998, 
CX18999.

6. Keep clear access to emergency eye- washes  and equipment, and to the 
waste itself.

7. If you store waste outside the immediate work area, inspect weekly and doc u ment it. 
See Guidebook:Appendix II.*

8. If you have more than 55 gal   of one waste, date the container when full 
and inspect the area weekly and document it. See Guidebook: Appendix II.*

9. Post telephone emergency information phone list by every telephone:
      ♦ Designate site contacts for emergencies
      ♦ Call DEHS at 6-6002 or 911 for chemical spills

10. Document training for each waste handler annually. See Guidebook: Appen-
